7. Approval of FY 18/19 Budget (Brian Miller)  
 Brian Miller provided an explanation and summary of the draft budget.  SLT staff was 

asked if it tracks its expenditures from this budget.  Both Nicole Braddock and Brian 
Miller confirmed that they are tracked and accounted for by the SLT and the City, and 
that an expenditure detail can be obtained if anyone is interested; there was interest 
in having SOS attendance at the next Bay Area Open Space Council annual meeting 
in 2019.  It was agreed that budget approval for any registration costs can be 
deferred until September or December when the “save the date” notice is released by 
the BAOSC.  The budget was approved with no changes.     

 
8.     Update on Regional Park District effort (Matt Walsh)  

         Matt Walsh provided a summary and status report on how the County is proceeding 
 with work on the future Regional Park District, including the current development of 
an Administrative and Finance Plan.  Once further along in its development, it will be 
provided to the SOS members for review.  SOS members discussed the importance 
of SOS providing educational outreach to the public at the appropriate time.  It was 
also acknowledged that getting a handle on the overall timeline in gearing up for a 
2020 election should be done sooner than later.  Staff committed to keeping this line 
item as a standing agenda item moving forward.        

 
9.      Updates on Solano Land Trust Activities (SLT) 
  Nicole Braddock provided an update on recent events by the SLT, including the 

recent Lynch Canyon Trail Run and Kite Festival.     
 
10. Solano County Land Acquisition Project (Earmark) (SLT staff) 
 Ms. Braddock provided an update of the $2 million earmark.  The intent is to expand 

Lynch Canyon park by including the 150 acre earmark property.  While not related to 
the earmark property, Ms. Braddock discussed plans at the Rockville Trails site.  SLT 
hopes to begin parking lot construction in 2019.  

                           
11. Future Agenda Items/Closing Remarks/Adjourn 

Jim Syar provided an update on the expansion of the Lake Herman Quarry.  He 
noted recent concerns relating to the City’s possible consolidation of the Blue Rock 
Springs golf courses to make room for additional housing closer to the quarry; the 
Regional Park District work will be an ongoing agenda item.
