5. Verbal Staff Updates

A. Traffic Calming Request on Hastings at London Circle

Nouae Vue, introduced Traffic Engineering Consultants, Ben Fuller and Ellen
Polling with Fehr and Peers Consulting. The firm was hired to perform a stop
sign survey and the data that was collected showed a significant downhill
speed of around 39 mph and an uphill speed of 33 mph. The survey also
showed significant speeding problems going downhill. Hastings is
documented as a minor arterial that serves as a residential street. The
presentation provided the results for performing a study for traffic calming in
the area. Listing the results of the study did not meet the three criteria. 1)

1
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Traffic volumes did not meet criteria on London and Hastings; 2) Collisions
threshold did not meet the criteria; 3) Visibility traffic based on traffic speeds
and site distance showed sufficient site distance and did not meet that
criteria. The criteria for installation of a stop sign is set by the MUTC.

Ben Fuller concluded with a number of alternatives to address the speeding
issues as well as the collision issues. Raised intersections which elevate the
roadway slowing vehicles down to 15 mph., raising pedestrian crossing to
reduce speed, installation of a traffic circle to slow cars down. Also, would
look at doing curb extensions so that they bulb out at the pedestrian crossing
which makes the crossing safer. Discussed putting in speed humps but
there is a consideration for the noise issue that goes with that since this is a
residential area.

Action: Next meeting come back with some suggestions and funding
possibilities.

B. ATP Grant — Safe Routes to School at five schools in Benicia

Senior Civil Engineer, Nouae Vue; updated the Committee and members of
the public on the grant status. Request for proposal to be sent out next week.

C. HSIP Grant application for Military West & West 7th Street
Intersection

Nouae Vue, updated the Committee and members of the public on the grant
status, design to be completed in 2017 and construction in summer of 2018.
Willdan Engineering is currently completing the traffic design work.

D. HSIP Grant application for East 5" 2"d Vecino Street Intersection

Nouae Vue, updated the Committee and members of the public on the grant
status. First proposals too high so scope was refined and now awarding
design; scheduled to go to City Council for approval early February.
Improvements include sidewalks, streetlights, high visibility crosswalks.
Construction will begin in the summer of 2019.

E. Traffic Calming Request on West 7" and Lori Drive

Nouae Vue, reported on the status of this request; a high visibility
crosswalk to be installed with the ATP grant funding. The cost for the
crosswalk is $18,000. Have asked STA if next ATP grant will have funding
available for sidewalks to address Ms. Brooner's concerns.
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F. Traffic Calming Request on East 5" Street and J Street

Nouae Vue, reviewed the request for two stop signs to be installed. Traffic
Consultant has been hired to complete a traffic warrant. Will report back to
Committee when findings are made available.

G. Traffic Calming Request on Arguello Drive and Townsend Drive

Nouae Vue, reviewed the request for traffic calming due to speeding and
dangerous curvature of street. Reported bushes were trimmed back and
have eased visibility issues. Traffic Consultant has been hired to complete
a traffic warrant. Will report back to Committee when findings are made
available.

H. Traffic Calming Request on East Channel Road

Nouae Vue, reviewed the request for traffic calming and informed the
committee that staff has gone out to the area and visited the businesses
asking them to have employees park in the appropriate areas to relieve the
problems in the intersection. Mr. Lowenstein presented pictures to the
Committee for review. The issue about some trees that need removing will
be addressed by staff with our parks department. The Committee asked
since speaking to the businesses if that has helped with the problems in
the area. Mr. Lowenstein said its improved greatly but he is looking for a
long-term solution. Cars are still parking alongside the road there which
pushes traffic into nearly colliding with each other. Asking for a centerline
in the roadway to help ease the problem in the area.

Nouae Vue, advised the Committee that this street is scheduled to be
resurfaced in the summer of 2019, Channel Road all the way to Bayshore.

I. Traffic Calming Request on East E Street

Nouae Vue, updated the Committee and members of the public on the
request from resident, Ann Dely, who has asked for help with the speeding
in the area. Will continue to monitor the area with traffic enforcement.

J. Traffic Calming Request on Mc Callister between Rose and Lansing

Nouae Vue, Senior Civil Engineer, updated the Committee and members of
the public on the request from Judith and Greg Crippen regarding
excessive speeding in the area and the danger of pulling out into the
intersection.

Nouae Vue, would not recommend speed bumps; we can look at our traffic
calming measures. We can also look at striping in the area. He also asked

Officer Simonson if he has traffic data for that intersection? 560



Mark Simonson, responded that he would check and share any information
on that intersection and will put the trailer out there next week.

No Parking Zone Request at West 6" Street

Nouae Vue, reported to Committee this is a request from one person that
would like a “No Parking” zone created to prevent parking on both sides of
the street. Expressed it creates a hazard when trying to drive down the
street if vehicles are parked on both sides. Asked the Committee on

direction.
Action:  Request denied. Signage not warranted in this case.

. No Parking Zone Request at Panorama Drive at Southampton Road

Nouae Vue, Senior Civil Engineer, reported to Committee this is a request
for a no parking zone requested at Panorama Drive at Southampton Road.
This will be addressed when we update our ordinance for no parking so
cars cannot park close to or at the curb return. This will help resolve the
issue of cars parking too close to the turn area.

Request for lighting improvements and enhanced crosswalk safety at

Bus Hub Industrial Park
Nouae Vue, reported to Committee recent request. A new site visit shows

a well illuminated area post construction of the Bus Hub. No warrant for a
lighted crosswalk.

Request for pedestrian access from Community Park to Matthew

Turner School
Randy Murphy, Interim Public Works Director, reported to Committee on

this request that PG&E has a solar project that is nearing completion and
parking in the immediate area has been altered. PG&E will complete their
work the first week of February. Ms. Rollan’s spoke before the Committee
and informed there are no sidewalks there and in the winter time it
becomes a mud mess. Public Works will check with Parks to see what

can be done there in the meantime.
